Benefits translate to profits
When an employee leaves the office for 
coffee, how long would you estimate it 
costs you in productivity?

Let’s use an average worker’s 
weekly salary of $809* 

Assuming an 8 hour day/40 
hours per week, a break lasting 
15 minutes, would cost you 
about $5 in lost productivity. 

*based on Bureau of Labor and Statistics
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If an employee 
takes two coffee 
breaks a day 
plus the time it 
takes to pick a 
project back up it 
calculates to
$20.25 a day 
$101.13 a week
$404.50 a month
$4,854 a year  
PER EMPLOYEE

Or just use the 15-minute equation, 
and the numbers look like this:
$25 a week
$100 a month
$1,200 a year PER EMPLOYEE
